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The article is devoted to the issue oflife success as axiological problem
of personal existence.The accent has been made on the definition of
worldview as a generalized system of a personality’s views on the world, on
its place in it, as well as on the meaning of its own life and activity, which
organizes reality and reflects the theoretical and empirical experience of an
individual. The basis of a person’s worldview is the system of life-meaningful
values such as Peace, Happiness, Good and Evil, the Purpose and Meaning
of being, Glory and Prosperity, Creativity, Freedom, Humanism,
Individualism, Justice, etc. It has been stressed that the most important
axiological dominant and at the same time the motivation for self-
development of an individual in modern cultural context is life success.It has
been concluded thatlife success appears as a complex and multilevel
iIdeological and sociocultural phenomenon characterized by internal unity and
dialectical inconsistency. On the one hand, success is a characteristic and
indicators of a person’s experience of the results of its own actions and efforts
for self-development. On the other hand, it is an indicator of the originality of
personal position in society.

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Personal existence and personal spiritual life are the questions which
always keep their high importance for philosophy, psychology, religion, art,
and other spheres of human intellectual culture. Personal existence cannot
be separated from personal worldview.The worldview of a personality can be
defined as the core of its views, as a system of meanings, values, ideas
about itself, the world and its place in the world, as well as about the goals
and objectives of its own activity. The worldview of a personality is a “road
map” of its being and self-development showing where and what to strive
for.The basis of a person’s worldview is the system of life-meaningful values.

Theaimofthisworkistoinvestigatethe role of life values in formation of
personal existence.

Different axiological aspects of personality have been analyzed by:
C. G. Jung [2], E. Fromm, D.McClelland [6], L.Myasnikova [7], and others. In
the context of our study the emphasis should be made on the important role
of the works of such authors as D. Kanarsky[3],Ye. Karakhanyan [4], S.
Klyuchnikov [5],N. Rosenberg [9], G. Tul'’chinsky [11]and O. Yefremova [12].
It is also necessary to note the almost complete absence of systematic
philosophical works devoted specifically to the problem of life success as
axiological and worldview phenomenon of personal existence.

Worldview is a generalized system of a personality’s views on the world,
on its place in it, as well as on the meaning of its own life and activity, which
organizes reality and reflects the theoretical and empiricalexperience of an
individual[1, p. 36]. The concept of worldview comes from the German word
Weltanschauun which has been first used by |. Kant.The founder of classical
German philosophy did not separate the concepts of worldview and
worldcontemplation. In modern philosophy world contemplation is considered
to be one of the elements of the worldview along with the world feeling, world
perception, etc. The concept of worldview subsequently developed in the

works of various thinkers such as F. Schleiermacher (“Conversations on
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Religion”), F. Schelling (“Introduction to the Philosophy of Mythology”), as well
as in the work of V. Dilthey (“Types of Worldview and their discovery in
metaphysical systems”), where it acquires a modern meaning.The historical
types of worldview include mythology, religion, philosophy and, often, science
as its special type. Personal (individual) worldview is an integral element of
every personal being, the highest form of its existence and spiritual
orientation in the world.

The system of meaningful life values is the basis of being and the
worldview of an individual. The word “meaning” is present in this context not
by chance. In the philosophy of existentialism the fear of losing meaning is
one of the basic existential fears. Meaningful values are the ultimate
ideological values of a personality, allowing it to navigate in being, acting as
vital for it. They are formed under the influence of biological, cultural and
social factors. Such values include Peace, Happiness, Good and Evil, the
Purpose and Meaning of being, Glory and Prosperity, Creativity, Freedom,
Humanism, Individualism, Justice, etc.In the space of culture and social
reality a personality chooses certain values that become meaningful to its life,
acquire a deep individual meaning and motivate individual activity. The
system of meaningful life values constructs the attitude of the individual to the
world and to himself, determines his behavior and perception of being.
Undoubtedly awareness of the value of life itself, as well as the value of one’s
own personality, one’s Self, belongs to the meaningful values of life.

In terms of C. G. Jung [2] the Self (from German Selbst) is one of the
archetypes that ensure the integrity of the personality, uniting the conscious
and unconscious parts of the psyche. Integrity is the most important indicator
of mental health and harmonious development. Only an integral personality
can consciously manage its development (self-development). Very accurately
characterizes the essence of the Self, self-existence and its role for the

spiritual existence and self-development of the personality L.Myasnikov:“The
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individual will exist and comprehend himself in different ways depending on
‘in which mirror he looks’. One way of unfolding self-existence is revealed in
the metaphysically comprehended relation of the individual with the world,
another — in the connection between the individual and the genus, grasped
through the culturaland historical dimensions, the third —in direct
communication (model of “Me and You”), the fourth —in the internal
connection with oneself. The highest point which closes the circle into
personal integrity is the question that the individual raises in relation to
himself, the question of the immanent foundations of his being, of the
authenticity of his existence, or of the meaning of his life” [7, p. 7].

The most important axiological dominant and at the same time the
motivation for self-development of an individual in modern cultural context is
success. At all stages of the development of human society there was a need
to educate each new generation as a generation of successful individuals,
citizens of their state. The creation of social, cultural, economic, legal and
pedagogical conditions that activate the development of the internal
capabilities of the individual contributes to the stabilization of social
development, provides the democratic constitutional foundations of society.

Modern factors contributing to personal success include the
availability, quality and social effectiveness of education, its orientation
towards the development of a person’s need to be significant and in demand
In society, able to design life success and achieve it. Only members of society
with these qualities can effectively participate in various spheres of life,
engage in social and cultural creation and ensure the progressive
development of society and the protection of national interests. The most
Important issue in this case is the study of the essence of the phenomenon of
personal life success.

Success as a phenomenon of society and culture reflects the social

conditions which it is formed in. The difference between these conditions
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determines different interpretations of success and hence, the criteria within
different social systems. However, in the context of our philosophical inquiry it
Is legitimate to raise the question of the independence of the phenomenon of
success from sociocultural conditions and its invariance in relation to any
social system.

Answering this question one should take into account the historical
transformations of the phenomenon of success. In Antiquity the idea of
success was formulated by Plato as the “idea of the Good’- the source of
truth and harmony which satisfied the requirements of virtue. According to
Aristotle the life of a person striving for the highest good must be active and
virtuous. The Renaissance began to shape a sense of success achieved by
the will to personal glory. F. Petrarch, N. Machiavelli and other thinkers of the
Renaissance — the founders of humanism, laid down the ideas of the
formation of personality as such.The idea of fortune (the predestination of
circumstances) and virtu— the embodiment of human energy, abilities, talent
(according to N. Machiavelli) are the components of the success of a truly
free individual who knows how to foresee the course of events allowing him to
subordinate circumstances and calculate his capabilities to achieve goals.
The Age of Enlightenment gave rise to the cult of knowledge which gives
freedom to the individual from any natural determinism.
Successinlifemeant“keepingup”withknowledge.

It has been associated with a perfect and rational person who took
responsibility for the transformation of natural existence. In the traditions of
German classical philosophy the continuity of the ideas of the Enlightenment
Is visible: rationalism, humanistic values and new philosophical ideas, in
particular, the idea of the cognitive activity of the subject (I. Kant, I. Fichte). In
the context of the philosophy of existentialism two directions can be
distinguished that consider the phenomenon of the success of the

individual.In the contest of the first theoretical direction success was
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understood as the result of overcoming external circumstances and the
expression of the essential structures of human existence. This approach
contained a moral assessment of both the desire for success and the status
associated with its acquisition. On the way to success, a person sets goals for
himself and achieves them, regardless of any positive or negative influence
from society. In the context of the second direction emphasizing the
intersubjective and interactive nature of success it is seen as a social
phenomenon.

M. Sedler in this context uses the concept of “situation” and
emphasizes its significance in personal existence. The situation reveals
innerpersonal potential. For example, someone who is able to act effectively
in difficult circumstances will successfully cope with a difficult life situation.
Interest in the issue of personal success in the domestic context is largely
due to changes in the economic, political and value spheres.In 1991 the
planned, directive, distributive economy was replaced by a scrapping process
with a market economy and with that version of it the essence of which was
and is fierce and sometimes cruel competition. The mental social attitudes of
mass everyday consciousness brought up and formed on the ideals of
collectivism (community for the Slavic peoples) and kindness were faced with
the fact of accepting the values of individualism in a society of an “achieving”
type [6], rigidity and cruelty.

Success as a value that came to the post-Soviet space after the
collapse of the USSR has a semantic content laid down by the Judeo-
Protestant civilization. There is no generally accepted scientific definition of
success as a sociocultural category in Russian literature. At the same time it
should be noted that such branches of scientific knowledge as linguistics and
pedagogy recognize the following definitions of success as a postulate:

e Good luck in the conceived business, successful achievement of the
goal [10];

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e Good luck in any business, successful achievement of the goal.

Recognition of such “good luck by others, public approval of something

or someone’s achievements” [13];

e Good luck in achieving something. Public acceptance. Good results in

work, study [8].

But it is impossible to recognize these definitions of personal success
as exhaustive. Based on the context of the wording luck as success in this
case always comes from outside: it is givenor comes / is presented (that is, it
is either luck or the magic of fairy-tale characters (“pike”, “Goldfish”, “fairy”,
“Jin”, etc.). It turns out that success is not obtained, earned, calculated or
manifested in the form of an impulse to create anything, in other words, it is
not contained within the subject of activity.In our opinion, a significant
omission of these definitions is the lack of analysis of the individual, since it is
she who is the subject of activity and must have a certain set of qualities in
order to achieve success in society. The same applies to the lack of analysis
of the structure of success. The problem of success is not one of those
elaborated in the Russian-language scientific literature, since the category of

“success” itself and related concepts (“social success”, “career’, “business”,
‘money”, “social status”) did not previously have theoretical legitimacy.

Practically no philosophical, sociological or psychological dictionary has
a definition of success and its derivatives. Studies of a philosophical nature
devoted to the concept of success are very few. For the first time in a direct
formulation the category of “success” has been analyzed by G. Tulchinsky in
1990 [11, p. 120-151].

Over the past 25-30 years a number of dissertations in the field of
philosophy, sociology and psychology have been devoted to the problem of
success as a sociocultural category. It is philosophical and sociological
dissertations by O. Efremova (1993), |. Canary (2000), N. Rosenberg (2001),

S. Klyuchnikov (2003), Ye. Karakhanyan (2009), O. Mikhailova (2009), V.

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Kayukov (2011), O. Yakutina (2011), L.Mulyar (2012) and others.There are
also modern psychological wrmyblewndgeww ol on the topic of successbyN.
Nefedova (2004), N.Markelova (2005), N. Leifrid (2006), V. Atyunin (2006), A.
Tugusheva (2007), N. Golovchanova (2010), and others. The scientific
discourse of the concepts of “success” and “personal success” in these works
can be differentiated into two interrelated ones: philosophical and
psychological.

At the same time in the context of philosophical discourse the
sociological discourse stands out, and in the psychological discourse — the
discourse of managerial activity (business psychology). Analysis of these
works allows us to state the following. It is useless to speak about success
apart from the features of the social structure outside of certain connections
between different forms of ideas about success and the structure of the social
and economic system of society.

We believe that one should also take into account the social status of
the individual, sex and gender, age and self-esteem. The vast majority of
authors view success mainly through the civilizational prism of the “Soviet
project” and touch upon the motivational process and achievement
motivation.

Three groups of signs of personal life success can be distinguished:

e Success as a result of the activity (cooperation, healthy competition) of

a personality to achieve by its significant goals that reflect the social

guidelines of society [12] and as a general social strategy of

achievements [3];

e Success as a form of self-realization of the subject, ensuring its self-

development [9] and as “the most complete satisfaction” [5];

e Success as an assessment by society in the form of approval or
recognition and as “correlation of one’s activities with the spiritual and

moral values of society” [3; 4].

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Modern philosophical, sociological, psychological researches call
success one of the fundamental social and personal lifevalues around which
the idea of social order has been formed. Recognition and social reward to a
decisive extent depend on how the value-symbolic universes of the individual
and his social environment are combined.In general, success as an essential
component of personal existence is the result of creative activity to transform
one’s own Self going beyond one’s own life limitations, a “breakthrough” to
freedom from natural and socially-cultural conditioning. From a
phenomenological point of view success is one of the structures of being laid
a priori into human nature.

Therefore, personal life success appears as a complex and multilevel
ideological and sociocultural phenomenon characterized by internal unity and
dialectical inconsistency. On the one hand, success is a characteristic and
indicators of a person’s experience of the results of its own actions and efforts
for self-development. On the other hand, it is an indicator of the originality of

personal position in society.
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The diagonal method proposed by Georg Cantor is a proof that
unenumerable sets exist. For example, the set of all subsets of the set of all
natural numbers; or the set of all binary sequencies; or the set of all decimals
fractions belong in gto the interval [0; 1) are allegedly not countable. This
raises doubts about the axiom of choice.

For the set of all binary sequences, it is proposed to call “native” the
enumeration defined by the rule: “If the reisabinary sequence (ao, ai, a2, as,
...), all which elements belong to set {0,1}, then its exact position in the
“native enumeration” calculates by the formula aox 2°+a;x 2'+apx 22+asx
23+..., wherex—the multiplication sign (all arithmetic operations are performed
in one of number system, such as decimal, and without limitation of digit
capacity)”.

Proofs are given that "native enumeration” is a counterexample for
George Cantor's diagonal method.

Keywords: discrete mathematics, counter example, enumeration of

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Georg Cantor's diagonal method is considered like a model of
impreccable mathematical proof[1; 2]. For example, the Penrose [3], the well-
known connoisseur and popularizer of science, thought so. Unfortunately the
reappeared several very unpleasant paradoxes following from the theorems,
proved by this method. In addition, to bypass the axiom of choice, the
axiomatic system of Zermelo Fresnel's set theory was developed, which is
inconvenient to use.

Most mathematician shave not found anything better than to come to
terms with this. Many mathematicians use the so-called ‘naive set theory’,
where this these paradoxes are simply ignored. And only a few
mathematicions disagree with Georg Cantor and continue to fight, mainly by
looking for a counterexample.

When | heard the presentation of the diagonal method by Georg Cantor
applied to the set of all decimal fractions belonging to interval [0; 1) at a
lecture while studying at the Kiev Polytechnic Institute, | intuitively perceived it
as a fake, as an attempt to fool everyone. (May Georg Cantor and the Gods
forgive me, but that was my first feeling!) It was not so easy to formulate
objections — it took me decades!

Cantor himself only by a part of his brain believed in his method, while
by the other part he deeply doubled it. The proof is that he began to
periodically be treated for bouts of insanity in the clinic of the same university
where he taught, and even at the time of his death he was treated in that
clinic.

Definition of “native enumeration”

| propose that ‘a native for some set of elements placed in it means the
rule: ‘If an element of the set is a binary sequense (ao, a1, az, as, ...), then the
exact position of the element in the enumeration is calculating by the formula

aox 2%+aix 2+aprx 22+azx 23+. ..,
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wherex—the multiplication sign (all arithmetic operations are performed
in one of number system, such as decimal, without limitation of digit
capacity)’.

As you can see, the “native enumeration” in terms of construction
principles resembles the positional decimal number system, invented in the
5th century in India and from the end of the 8th to the beginning of the 9th
centuries (after al Khorezmi proposed algorithms for four arithmetic
operations performed in a column - addition, subtraction, multiplication,
division) are used by Mankind without any problems.

Our goal

We will prove that “native enumeration” is a counterexample to Georg
Cantor's diagonal method. The complete proof will consist of three parts.

Part 1
Why do we need the play about ancient Greek fabulist Aesop's life?

There exists aplay ‘The Fox and the Grapes’ by a Brazilian author[4]
about the famous ancient Greek fabulist Aesop's life. | saw it as a child on TV
and it made a strong impession on me.

There is an episode in the play. when Aesop's owner philosopher
Xanthos (Aesop was a slave) invited the officer Agnostos to his house and,
when got drunk, vowed to drink the sea up. Otherwise Xanthos will give to
Agnostos housing and property. And all this was recorded on paper, which
Agnostos brought to Xanthos in the morning.

Xanthos was trapped. Only a miracle could save him. Knowing Aesop
as an exceptional clever person, Xanthos asked Aesop to save him,
promising to give Aesop freedom in return.

After thinking for a second, he said that Xanthos should confirm that he
would drink the sea up, as promised. But Xanthos did not promise to drink the
rivers that flow into the sea. Let the flowing rivers stop, and Xanthos will drink

the sea up.
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The parallel with our case is as follows: as soon as the inflowing rivers
are diverted, the sea will be drunk up. As soon as you tell me the supposedly
missing element in the enumerating set of all binary sequences, | will tell you
that you are wrong and show you the position of this element in the
enumerating set. This is happening because the supposedly missing element
itself will indicate me its exact position as described above.

Part 2

Detective investigation: ‘How did it happen that Georg Cantor's

diagonal method deceived a lot of people, starting with me?’

(In fact, the method fooled almost everyone, but not everyone. Some
persons struggled with it desperately.)
As | said, | got acquainted with the diagonal method of Georg Cantor at a
lecture at the Kiev Polytechnic Institute, where this method was applied to the
set of all proper decimal fractions (further denoted as the set APDF).

My guess is this: it was a trick. It took place according to the usual trick
scheme: first, the magician diverts the attention of the audience through
various passes, and then secretly uses a dishonest trick.

In the case of the diagonal method, the audience was distructed by the
fact that the demonstration of the diagonal method took place on a set of
infinite decimal fractions in which the digits were changed in a complicated
way.

The secret use of a dishonest trick was that it has then announced that
we had changed all decimal fractors in the course of the diagonal method and
there appeared many fractors that were not in the original enumeration.

There is an error here (either concious or unconcious). Georg Cantor
could forget about this or not remember, that is, the trick could happen by it
self. If it did not happen by it self, one should also say the professional phrase
of all magicians: “Sleight of hand, and no cheating!” ;-) .

So what was the unhonest trick? It was

Remark: “Amultiset” differs from “ a set “in that it admits the repetition
of its elements. This means that the set of non-repeating elements of both
sets can coincide, and the set of all elements of a multiset can be arbitrarily
larger than that of a set. By repeated application of Cantor's diagonal method,
we can wind up the number of elements of the multiset to an arbitrarily large

value. This diagonal method is dangerous, it is incorrect.
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So, the focus under consideration is organized like this. 1) It is
assumed that there is a container containing all elements of some infinite
type. The diagonal method is applied to this container, changing many-many
elements of the stored type. This results in appearance many-many new
elements of the stored type. They were not in the container, so they need to
be added.

And at that moment, the container literally explodes from the
catastrophic appearance of a lack of space inside it. Although at first (before
applying the diagonal Cantor's method), all its elements, as it was
announced, fit.

The audience is in amazement, the same as if a magician pulled a
rabbit out of an empty hat, as usually happens at such performances.

2) Since it turned out that there is no extra space in the container, we
need a new, much larger container.

The reason for this may be that we now count all elements of the
multiset, and not just unique ones.

To find it out, you can use the container reweighing tactic: weigh the
container before and after using the diagonal method. To weigh the container
(that is, to determine the power of the set of elements in it), we have a
convenient tool — “native enumeration”. This is because “native enumeration”
corrects attempts to turn the set placed in it into a multiset, i.e. occurrence of
repetitive elements.

To introduce the “native enumeration of the set of all proper decimal
fractions”, let's move from the “set of all decimal fractions” to the “set of all
proper binary fractions” and for each fraction to add to it in the form of a label
its “native number”, which we obtain from the notation of the binary fraction by
remove “0.” at its beginning.

Since the content of the container both before and after applying the

diagonal method successfully receives “native enumeration”, we conclude
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that the cardinality of the set APDF contained in the container does not
change.

Philosophical remark:

In fact, from the point of view of philosophy, Georg Carter substituted
actual infinity for potential. This is the true source of the falseness of Cantor's
diagonal method. The fact that actual and potential infinity cannot be
interchanget can be seen, among other things, in the example of
Ramanujan's formula for the sum of series of natural numbers (i.e.
1+2+3+4+...=-1/12). While infinity is actual (the series is not interrupted), it is
equal to -1/12 in total. As soon as the series is interrupted, i.e. infinity
manifests its potentiality, the series turns into potentially any giant positive
integer.

We can not impose our views on Nature. We can only study it, discover
its laws. Because we cannot take into account all the factors, all its goals.
This is the philosophy of antiquity Plato. According to Plato, the basis of
Nature is the world of absolutely perfect ideas that we cannot grasp with one
glance. We can only discover them for ourselves, and even then in parts.
Among them is the Heisenberg uncertainity, for example, which is needed by
Nature at least for an electron in an atom does not fall on the nucleus. Or
Einstein's theory of relativity with its four-dimensional space (3 spatial
coordinates and the imaginary coordinate of time), so that the speed of light is
constant. Or mysterious quantum entaglement. For one reason or another,
Nature needs all this exactly in this form!

Part 3

Confirmation that the diagonal method of Georg Cantor has a

fundamental flaw that we have previously unraveled

Using Cantor's diagonal method, we'll prove that the set of all binary
sequences (let's call it the set ABS) is non-enumerable. First, we make the

assumption that the set ABS is enumerable. Let it has “native enumeration”,
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l.e. if there is a binary sequence (ao, a1, az, as, ...), all which elements belong
to set {0,1}, then the exact position of the sequence in the “native
enumeration” calculates by the formula aox 2%+aix 2+axx 22+azx 23+...,
wherex—the multiplication sign (all arithmetic operations are performed in one
of number system, such as decimal, and without limitation of digit capacity)”.
The binary sequences that belong to the set ABS before starting the
application of Cantor's diagonal method will be denoted by bo, b1, by, ... .

Now let's apply Cantor's diagonal method, i.e. let i run through the
sequence of values =0, 1, 2, 3, ... . At the i-th step, we change the value of
the i-th bit of the sequence b; to the opposite, then we conclude that in
addition to the old sequence bi already stored in the set ABS, as a result of
the described bit change, a new sequence Bi has appeared, which does not
yet belong to the set ABS, on the basis of which we should add the sequence
Bito the set ABS.

And they would add (in the sense they would take into account again in
the calculation of the number of elements of the set ABS), if they dared to
ignore that the new sequence Bi has a position in our enumeration, i.e.
already present in the set ABS. We are not allowed to add anything. The
proof collapsed. It is incorrect.

They quickly translate any solution from a theoretical
reasoning into a practical reasoning.

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Conclusions

It looks like there are no non-enumerable sets. The set of all binary
sequences has the largest cardinality of all possible infinite sets. The set of all
subsets of the set of all natural numbers has one less cardinality (the set of all
subsets itself is discarded to eliminate Bertrand Russell's paradox).The set of
all natural numbers is of the same cardinality (O is not considered a natural
number). The set of all binary sequences, the set of all decimal fractions
belonging to the interval [0; 1), and the set of all subsets of the set of all
natural numbers are enumerable. The axiom of choice is true.

To work correctly with the infinite sets invented by Cantor, you can use
the appropriate program. It can be written in Java. Including to store the
studied set, you can use the corresponding collection.

For example, if we were talking about creating a Java program to
implement a container that stores “native enumeration”, | would choose the
Array List library collection. If you are confused that Java does not support
infinite sets by means of the language itself, you can use (instead of Java)
some functional programming language that has built-in supports lazy
evaluation and, accordingly, with built-in support for potentially infinite sets. It
could be Haskell.

(True Java fans believe that their programming language is good enough for

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The paper analyzes the epidemiological indicators of the incidence of
nasal skin cancer in Ukraine and Europe according to the National Cancer
Registry of Ukraine in 2015 - 2018. The main etiological factors that cause
the growth of nasal cancer and the role of various factors in the
carcinogenesis of squamous cell carcinoma are considered.

Data on methods of early diagnosis are given and the role of timely
diagnosis that affects the quality of life of the patient is determined.

To prevent cancer of the external nose, the expediency of state aid in
eliminating the effects of harmful environmental factors that cause the
development of malignant neoplasms IS discussed.
The author offers suggestions for early detection and improving the diagnosis
of malignant tumors of the skin of the outer nose.

Keywords: malignant neoplasms, external nose, epidemiological

indicators, diagnosis.

The modern development of medicine involves the constant
improvement of methods of diagnosis, treatment and prevention of diseases

according to the requirements of evidence-based medicine. It is known that
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malignant diseases are one of the most important modern medical, biological
and socio-economic problems in the world.

Today, cancer is a global problem, as diseases in the later stages of
development lead to disability and a significant reduction in the duration and
quality of life of patients.

However, it should be emphasized that there is a low medical culture of
the population, which seeks help late. And also lack of oncological vigilance
at doctors of the first link.

Statistics show that every year about 2.9 million new cases are
registered in developed countries and more than 3 million in developing
countries. According to Schart FM, Gabbe C. the morbidity of skin cancer in
Germany among men is second only to lung cancer, and among women
breast cancer, which is 93.4 and 55.8 per 100,000 population, respectively [7,
10, 11, 12, 13].

In recent years, there has been an increase in the number of superficial
epithelial malignancies of the head and neck in all countries. Especially the
two most common cancers - basal cell and squamous cell [2]. In Ukraine, 1
million new cases of cancer are registered annually [2, 3, 7], in Russia
malignant skin tumors rank 3rd after lung cancer [1].

Thus, annually in Ukraine more than 20,000 cases of superficial
malignant neoplasms of the head and torso are diagnosed, which is 44.5
cases per 100 thousand population [2, 5, 6]. Thus, annually about 100 new
cases per 100,000 population [2, 3, 6].

It is known that squamous cell skin cancer and other malignancies can
develop on any part of the skin.

Squamous cell skin cancer (synonyms: squamous cell carcinoma,
squamous cell epithelioma, epidermoid cancer, squamous cell carcinoma) is

a malignant epithelial tumor of the skin that develops from keratinocytes.
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The first historical data on the causes and clinical manifestations of
squamous cell skin cancer date back to 1775, when the English physician
Percival Pott described the clinical picture of scrotal cancer in London
chimney sweeps. He found that the cause of the disease is the chronic effect
of soot on the skin. Thus, the work of P. Pott was the first to identify a
chemical carcinogen.

Today, there are well-known factors of exogenous and endogenous
nature that cause the development of precancerous changes and the
development of malignant tumors in the skin of the face and torso, ie that lead
to tissue malignancy.

To understand the development of the pathological process due to the
action of harmful agents, it is important to know not only the structure of the
skin, but also changes as a result of harmful actions. This knowledge allows
the clinician to understand the etiopathogenesis of the disease, to show
timely cancer vigilance and to determine the tactics of such conditions.

The action of harmful agents (cancer risk factors) on the components of
the skin: the epidermis, dermis and related structures can give impetus to the
development and growth of malignant tumors.

It is known that malignant tumors of the skin most often develop in
exposed areas of the skin, which are exposed to UV-solar radiation or
artificial tanning (insolation), as well as the action of chemical agents (contact
with soot, sulfur, resins, tar and arsenic), thermal agents and physical
irritations. Most of the factors are a risk of developing a malignant disease
and are related, one way or another, to a person's lifestyle.

But the prolonged effects of UV radiation from the sun and artificial
tanning, as well as constant mechanical injuries to nevi, birthmarks and skin
scars in most cases lead to skin cancer. The effect of ultraviolet radiation
does not end on the epidermis of the skin, but penetrates into the much

deeper layers of the skin - the dermis and subcutaneous fat.
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It is known that the human body is protected from aggressive sunlight
by producing a pigment that makes the skin color darker, and the more a
person is in the sun, the darker the skin.

On the one hand, tanning is a kind of protective reaction of the body
against the effects of sunlight on the internal subcutaneous tissues.

On the other hand, the prolonged effect of UV radiation from the sun
and artificial sunburn provokes diseases such as melanoma and squamous
cell carcinoma.

Today it is noted that regardless of skin color most often sick people
who spend a long time in the sun (fishermen, agricultural workers, etc.). In
addition, the carcinogenic effects of solar radiation are facilitated by the
effects of sea (salt) cold wind, which causes dry skin. However, the harmful
effects of these factors on the body can be reduced by increasing the
protection of exposed areas of the body.

Also, the effect of ionizing radiation was detected after the discovery of
the action X-rays, on the body of radiologists who worked without protection,
who were affected by skin cancer. It is also known that prolonged exposure to
the radioactive zone often causes neoplasms of hematopoietic organs, but
this factor should not be excluded from the probable causes of malignant skin
lesions.

Today, attention is also paid to the identified genotypes of human
papillomavirus (HPV) and skin neoplasia. There are 5 types of HPV (Alpha,
Beta, Gamma, Mu and Nu). Cutaneous HPV was detected in all 5 types of
viruses. Most members of the genus Beta have been isolated from patients
with liquid genodermatosis - verruciform epidermodysplasia (BE). The
association between HPV and human skin cancer has been evident in
patients with BE for 10 years (Pfister H., 2012). Studies by H. Pfister have
shown that human papillomaviruses Beta cause benign and malignant tumors

not only of the skin but also of the mucous membrane.
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For example, in patients with actinic skin keratosis, HPV persists much
more than in tumors. Therefore, higher viral loads in actinic keratosis foci are
consistent with the carcinogenic role of cutaneous HPV in different stages of
skin cancer. The oncogenic potential of HPV Beta is explained by blocking
apoptosis by the viral protein E6 and interfering with cellular mechanisms of
DNA repair. E7 proteins disrupt the regulation of the cell cycle and promote
invasive growth.

Thus, when HPV blocks apoptosis, the skin keratinocytes out critical

mutations in oncogenes and genes of the tumor suppressor survive and
proliferate.
Endogenous causes include all liver diseases that reduce and disrupt the
body's antioxidant defenses by promoting growth of formations on the skin of
exogenous origin. It is known that against the background of specific
diseases can cause skin cancer (RS). RS in these specific diseases is highly
malignant. This cancer has a pronounced infiltrative type of growth and is
prone to recurrence.

For example, tuberculosis of the skin, especially lupus tuberculosis.
Tuberculous lesions of the skin of the auricle often appear as hematogenous,
if the original complex - elsewhere (in the lungs, intestines, etc.). Tuberculous
lesions of the skin of the auricle have three forms: nodular, ulcerative and
less common form of perichondritis. Therefore, all forms of tuberculosis need
to be differentiated from skin cancer. Damaged areas are sharply separated
from healthy skin, soft to the touch, the skin that covers them retains its
normal appearance for a long time, and then acquires a red-blue hue.
Eventually, the skin may become covered with ulcers again.

Histological examination reveals changes characteristic of tuberculosis:
tubercles, giant cells, small cell infiltration and vortex decay. Against this
background, skin cancer can develop. Approximately 2—-4% of lupus patients

subsequently developed skin cancer. Treatment is specific general and local.
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RS can also occur on the background of syphilitic gum. Syphilis of the skin of
the auricle can occur in all three forms. Ear rubber sinks occur in isolated
cases. The pathogenesis of cancer on the background of humus syphilis is
similar to the process in tuberculous lupus.

Treatment is specific to the general. But in these cases it is necessary
to differentiate tuberculosis and syphilis by Wassermann's reaction and to
carry out histologic and bacteriological research.

Sometimes there is cancer that develops from the appendages of the
skin: hair follicles, sebaceous and sweat glands, and finally, we should not
forget the hereditary predisposition to the appearance of both benign and
malignant skin tumors.

Thus, the above indicates that malignant tumors the skin of the outer
nose, ears and torso may develop as a result of the action of provoking
factors and their prolonged action (harmful exogenous agents) and because
the face (outer nose and ears) and other parts the torso is an open area.

But, there is a group of factors that medicine cannot effectively
counteract yet. This is a genetic predisposition.

Analyzing the statistics of the Cancer Registry of Ukraine, among the
diseases in Ukraine we can identify the main types of malignant skin lesions,
which are called - white cancer: basal cell carcinoma and squamous cell skin
cancer and the most malignant skin tumor - melanoma.

Therefore, despite the improvement of methods of diagnosis and
treatment, the absolute frequency of death from squamous cell carcinoma
remains. Due to the direct correlation between the effectiveness of diagnostic
and treatment and the stage and morphology of the cancer process, several
levels of diagnosis of malignant skin tumors are known: early, timely and
late.

Today in Ukraine, the diagnosis of skin tumors is carried out according

to European standards only in a specialized unit, ie oncologists. It is too late!
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The problem of early and high-quality diagnosis of malignant diseases of the
skin of the face, torso and their treatment worries many researchers, both in
Ukraine and in Europe. This is due to the increase in the number of patients
with malignant skin neoplasms in recent years.

The system of standardization of medical care is focused on the
development of medical - technological documents that help the doctor to act
effectively in specific clinical situations, avoiding ineffective and erroneous
interventions. Clinically and morphologically distinguish benign and malignant
skin formations. Diagnosis according to the protocol of diagnosis "malignant
lesion of the skin" is established in a specialized medical institution on the
basis of histological or cytological conclusion on the basis of biopsy
examination of the pathological formation.

Examination of primary patients is performed by family doctors, who in
case of suspicion of malignant skin tumors should refer patients for 5 days for
secondary (specialized) medical care.

This requires a clinical justification that confirms the signs and
symptoms that may indicate basal cell, squamous cell skin cancer or
melanoma of the skin:

1. The excrescence of pink color, which is flat formation with an increase in
the periphery and the presence of crusts in the center.

2. The red spot or area of irritation, especially on the face, neck, shoulders.
3. The brilliant knot of mother-of-pearl color.

4. The open ulcer or erosion that does not heal for more than 5 weeks.

5. The cicatricial area with a shiny surface and fuzzy contours.

Regardless of the level of diagnosis, all primary care patients should
undergo a full range of examinations and tests: general blood test, blood
glucose, coagulogram, blood on Wassermann reaction, X-ray or CT scan of
the lungs and bacteriological examination and direct to a specialized unit to

conduct histological examination.
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Questions of modern diagnostics of superficial skin neoplasms of the
face and torso are relevant because the diagnosis is made late stages of skin
cancer leads to reduced quality of life and low survival of patients.
Unfortunately, at the stage of early development of the disease, patients do
not seek medical help.

The early diagnosticsshould be made at the primary level, which is
based on the detection of clinical symptoms of the tumor and the use of
special clinical diagnostic methods necessary for the diagnosis of malignant
neoplasms as soon as possible and the choice of treatment. This level of
diagnosis is to detect malignant skin tumors in situ or in the I- and clinical
stages of the disease, when the tumor does not metastasize.

This level of
diagnosis is to detect malignant skin tumors in situ or in the I- and clinical
stages of the disease, when the tumor does not metastasize. If a malignant
disease is suspected, the primary care physician should refer the patient to a
specialized unit, which establishes the final diagnosis. But this implies that
adequate treatment can guarantee complete recovery of the patient.

The late (untimely) diagnostics is the diagnosis of malignant
neoplasms at stages T3 and T4, which indicates an unfavorable prognosis
and complexity, or the impossibility of treatment according to a radical
program. Especially in the presence of regional or distant metastases.

The late (untimely) diagnosticsis 100 percent dependent only on the

patient and family. At T3, and T4 of malignant process of skin and especially
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at T4 and when there is a metastasis, really testifies to not possibility of
carrying out treatment not under the radical program, and with the palliative
purpose, ie treatment will be directed on reduction of a cancer intoxication
and improvement of life.

Thus, to achieve and perform the first two levels of diagnosis requires a
high culture of the population and a high level of professionalism of the
medical staff. In both cases, there should be constant and clear oncological
alertness.

First of all, the largest arsenal of clinical examination of cancer patients
should be used in cancer vigilance: more detailed history taking, non-invasive
diagnostic methods: dermatoscopy, ultrasound diagnostic scanning, confocal
laser scanning microscopy, thermal differential test and, if necessary- biopsy.

Here are the responsibilities of a primary care physician:

1. The collection of complaints and detailed anamnestic data.

2. The examination of the skin and lymph nodes.

3. The ultrasound of lymph nodes to determine their differentiation.

4. If malignant skin disease is suspected, the patient should be referred to
specialists - dermatologist and oncologist.

Today, a unified protocol for the management of patients with
suspected skin cancer helps to determine the choice of consultant for
adequate treatment of Unified Clinical Protocol of Medical Care (UKPMD)
"Basal cell and squamous cell skin cancer and melanoma" by its form,
structure and methodological approach to use requirements of evidence-
based medicine created in accordance with the methodology approved by the
order of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine dated 28.09.2012 Ne 751 “On
creation and implementation of medical and technological documents on
standardization of medical care in the system of the Ministry of Health of
Ukraine 7, registered with the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine on November 29,
2012 for 2001/22313.

Dermatoscopy (epiluminescent microscopy - skin surface microscopy)
IS a non-invasive diagnostic method of visual assessment of skin lesions,
allowing to study of morphological and subepithelial structures with different
magnification. The method is based on the use of a dermatoscope - an
optical device with a built-in backlit lens - and the use of immersion oil, which
allows to obtain images of intradermal structures with a size of 0.2 ym. The
method, according to the citation index, has become the most popular and
significant over the past 15 years. This fact can be explained by high
diagnostic efficiency, availability of manual dermatoscopes, as well as simple
methods of skin examination. Today, advanced digital video systems are

widely used to capture images and assess skin structure.
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Dermatoscopy - examination of certain and individual skin formations
using a specialized device - a dermatoscope, which allows without surgery to
“look" inside the mole (formation), assess its type, structure and determine
whether it is benign or whether it is necessary to remove it.

The use of a digital dermatoscope has a number of benefits: the
function of polarization, the ability to store images in a computer archive and
the use of modern analytical software. According to various authors, the
coincidence of the dermatoscopic result with the morphological diagnosis is
about 90%.

Ultrasound diagnostic scanning is not widely used in dermato-oncology
due to the technical costs (sensor frequency 3 - 10 MHz does not allow to
obtain images of the structures of the epidermis, dermis and hypodermis).

Only recently, thanks to the creation of instruments with a sensor

frequency of 20 - 100 MHz (high-resolution digital ultrasound imaging) it is
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possible to study all layers of the skin with high measurement accuracy at
different intervals, to document all features without tissue damage.

Confocal laser scanning microscopy is an in vivo non-invasive
diagnostic method that allows obtaining images of the layers of the epidermis
from the surface of the dermis with a resolution close to conventional light
microscopy. The method has two indisputable advantages: the ability to
obtain a lifetime image at the cellular level and the demonstration of the
image in 4 dimensions - height, width, depth, and time.

However, today there is equipment for confocal laser scanning
microscopy, which is massive, which limits its use on hard-to-reach parts of
the skin due to the difficulty of fixing the lens. In addition, the images obtained
by confocal laser scanning microscopy of the skin layers are oriented parallel
to the skin surface, which makes it difficult to analyze the results based on
their comparison with classical biopsy data.

These modern diagnostic methods (high-resolution digital ultrasound
imaging and confocal laser scanning microscopy) are currently of limited use
in Ukraine and developing countries due to the high cost and lack of training.

In our opinion, the use of the method of laser-induced fluorescent and
spectral diagnosis of squamous cell skin cancer is particularly promising. The
method is based on the use as a photosensitizer of 5-aminolevulinic acid or
Photolon, allowing to determine the boundaries of tumors and the degree of
hyperreactivity of its cells.

Thermal Differential test is a biological test based on the temperature
difference between tumor tissue and healthy skin. Researches are carried out
by means of the electrothermometer with the definition of temperature in 5 - 8
points of the struck zone. At the same time, the difference of temperature
between the struck and healthy parts of the skin in one degree should be

noted. Informative is when there is a difference of 1 degree.
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Biopsy. The final method of skin disease research is the morphological
examination of the material after total removal of the tumor lesion or biopsy.
Biopsy should not be performed in cases of color changes in the tumor and
the presence of aggressive infiltrative growth. In these cases, it is possible to
conduct a cytological examination or examination of the material after
extensive removal.

It is generally known that the results of the histological examination in
the diagnosis of skin tumors are more informative than the data of cytological
examination (smears or scrapings from the surface of the tumor ulcer or
punctate from the tumor). Therefore, it is advisable to perform a biopsy.

DIFFERENTIAL DIAGNOSIS OF MALIGNANT TUMORS
SKIN WITH INFECTIOUS DISEASES

A family doctor, dermatologist and oncologist should be consulted
consultation on the differential diagnosis of skin diseases with infectious
diseases that are aggressive and long.

But at the initial stage of diagnosis it is necessary to exclude HIV
infection (with a contagious mollusk - a giant on the background of HIV
infection) and only then consider the causes of the disease.

Infectious diseases that need to be differentially diagnosed include:
syringoadenoma, rhinophyma, rosacea - erythematous-papular form, actinic
keratosis of the skin and erythematosus of the skin (discoid lupus).

Taking into account the pathogenesis of cancer on the background of
humus syphilis, similar to the process in lupus tuberculosis, should be to carry
out differential diagnostics with the use of additional ones’ examinations for
tuberculosis and syphilis.

The tuberculous type of leprosy, which forms papular plaques that are
objectively similar to depigmented spots, should be especially diagnosed

skin. In these cases, you need to differentiate with leprosy.
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It should also be considered as a cause of skin cancer as a result of the
action of certain drugs that suppress the immune system. These are
antitumor, anti-inflammatory drugs with corticosteroids.

The clinical course of infectious diseases at some stages of
development is clinically similar to malignant signs of skin disease, so it is
necessary to make a differential diagnosis. For example: syringadenoma - a
tumor of the sweat glands (apocrine and eccrine) is more often localized on
the skin. Characteristic long-term course. Objective: dense, bluish papules
with ulcers. Complaints of patients with itchy skin, pain and ulcers.
Malignancy accounts for about 2.5% of cases.

Conclusions:

1. In Ukraine, more than 20,000 cases of superficial malignant neoplasms of
the head and torso are diagnosed annually, which is 44.5 cases per 100
thousand population. This fact indicates the shortcomings of prevention and
timely diagnosis.

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The article studies social and psychological conditions of juvenile
convicts’ resocialization in the probation service. Serving animprisonment
sentence leads juvenile offenders to lose their social skills and it is difficult for
them to adapt in society, because the personality of a juvenile offender
regresses in isolation. Due to the humanization of criminal policy in Ukraine,
the judicial system is changing to give preference to alternative punishments,
not related to imprisonment. One such re-socializing form for juvenile
offenders is probation. This punishment avoids adolescent social isolation
during the most important period of personality formation.

The main stages of social-psychological work with juveniles sentenced
to alternative punishments are: examination of their personality, determination
of measures and methods having effective social-psychological influence on
them, preparation of individual resocialization programs and adolescents’

integration to societyon the basis of these programs.
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We determined the content of social workers’ work to re-socialize
juvenile offenders.

During our empirical study, we analysed documents and organised a
survey to examine social workers’ functions in working with juvenile convicts
and determine an expert opinion about the need for a social worker position
in the probation services where juvenile convicts were registered.

The sample consisted of specialists from the probation services of the
city of Kyiv and Kyiv region, who worked with juvenile convicts, totally, 28
respondents.

The empirical data revealed that, mainly, the specialists in law studied
the features of adolescents’ personality traits and upbringing. Probation
services did not have social workers in their working structure. And these
facts, in turn, makes it impossible to provide high-quality resocialization. In
particular, the pre-trial reports, risk assessment for repeated -criminal
offenses, work with juvenile convicts’ parents, organization of constructive
leisure, etc. are performed by specialists without any competencies in social
work.However, according to the empirical data, respondents believed that
specialists in social work should participate actively in resocialization of
juvenile convicts, as they would understand the features of adolescence and,
therefore, would be able towork in cooperation to assess qualitatively
recidivism, assist and encourage adolescents to study and get an education.

Introduction

In the conditions of social transformations, the problem of juvenile
convicts’ resocialization is even more acute. If a juvenile offender is
sentenced to imprisonment, he/she loses social skills, it is difficult for him/her
to adapt in society, because the personality of a juvenile offender regresses

in isolation.
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Due to the humanization of criminal policy in Ukraine, the judicial
system is changing to give preference to alternative punishments, not related
to imprisonment. One such re-socializing form for juvenile offenders is
probation. This punishment avoids adolescent social isolation during the most
important period of personality formation.

The problem is that the socio-psychological conditions for minors’
resocialization have not been defined yet, and the corresponding algorithm of
actions to fulfil the specified tasks has not yet been developed. Therefore,
today, the issue of the ways, methods and means used by social workers for
assistance to adolescents serving alternative forms of punishment is one of
the most important because it slows down the implementation of probation
service objectives.

The research object is the process of juvenile convicts’ resocialization in
the probation service.

The research purpose is to determine the content of social workers’ job
in order to re-socialize juvenile offenders.

Research methodology

The empirical study included document analysis and a survey. The
survey aims were to study social and psychological conditions of juvenile
convicts’ resocialization in the probation service, in particular a social worker’
role in working with them. It was important to find out an expert opinion on the
need for a social worker position in probation services where juvenile convicts
were registered.

The documents were analysed to determinate the job duties for
specialists creating social and psychological conditions for juvenile convicts’
resocialization.

The survey consisted of three modules and, accordingly, each module

included 2-3 questions. There were the following modules:
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1. Determining the expert opinion regarding available relevant
competencies among the employees who examines juvenile offenders’
psychological characteristics.

2. ldentification of specialists responsible for the organization of juvenile
convicts’ constructive leisure.

3. Specialists’ awareness of the need to introduce a social worker position
the probation service.

With the first module, “Determining the expert opinion regarding
available relevant competencies among the employees who examines
juvenile offenders’ psychological characteristics”, we determined who should
examine a juvenile offender’ personality. In our opinion, a social worker
should supervise juvenile offenders, as such specialist understands the
peculiarities of adolescence and, therefore, will be able to work in cooperation
to assist, help adolescents.

With the second module, “Identification of specialists responsible for the
organization of juvenile convicts’ constructive leisure”, we investigated who
actually was engaged in the social and educational activities with juveniles in
accordance with individual work plans and identified social needs; who
developed programs for work with juvenile offenders in order to form their
motivation for positive changes, aggression overcoming and emotion
management.

With the third module “Specialists’ awareness of the need to introduce a
social worker position the probation service”, we investigated the extent to
which experts were aware of the need to introduce a social worker position n
the probation service.

The reviewed literature sources covering the topic of our research
showed that many Ukrainian scientists, for example, M. Gutsulyak, O.
Zvenigorodskyi,A. Stepaniuk, V. Trubnikov, O. Yanchuk, I. Yakovets and

others studied resocialization of convicts under alternative punishments. N.
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Miller, S. Becker, R. Merton, R. Sears and other foreign researchers studied
criminal human behaviourdeveloped as consequences of unfavourable
microsocial environment or improper education. The issues of content, forms
and methods of social workers’ social-psychological assistancefor juvenile
convicts in the probation service were covered in the works: O. Betsa, T.
Zhuravel and others. Issues of educational and preventive work with juveniles
sentenced to alternative punishments were considered in studies ofl.Zvereva,
Y. Krasilova and others.

The main part of the article

1. Stages of the study

1.1. Regulatory framework review. Resocialization in Ukraine is
implemented through the probation service. In our study, we rely on the legal
framework which includes: the Law of Ukraine “On Probation”, “On approval
of the Standard Regulations for the authorized body providing probation

services’,

of Ukraine “On Social Work with Families, Children and Youth”, the Law of

Standard Regulations for the Juvenile Probation Sector”, the Law

Ukraine “On Social Services” and relevant articles of the Criminal Code of
Ukraine. The Law of Ukraine “On Probation” entered into force in 2015. The
probation service is aimed at providing juvenile offenders with conditions for
normal physical and mental development, aggressive behaviour prevention,
motivation for positive personality changes and improvement of their social
relations [14]. The provisions of the Law of Ukraine “On Probation” and
“Standard Regulations for the Juvenile Probation Sector” include those that
are directly related to social specialists’ work, namely: social support and
crime prevention; social and educational work; work with parents, protection
of minors’ rights, etc. [13,14].
In addition, according to “Standard Regulations for the Juvenile
Probation Sector”, social specialists in probation services should organize

and conduct social and educational work with juveniles; create individual
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plans and programs for juvenile convicts aimed at motivating them to
positive changes, learning life skills, development of social-psychological
competencies and a sense of empathy; organize activities for minors’
constructive leisure, the development of their socio-psychological
competence and a sense of empathy [13].

The Decree of the President of Ukraine “On the concept of minors’
criminal justice development in Ukraine” states that minor offenders’ re-
education and resocialization will be facilitated by the justice that takes into
account the age, socio-psychological, psychophysical and other features of
the adolescent's development [17]. Therefore, we believe that under such
conditions, the resocialization process will be effective.

In our opinion, the concepts of resocialization and correction should be
distinguished. In particular, according to the Criminal Executive Code of
Ukraine, “correction” is understood as: “positive changes occurring in a
personality and creating an individual’s readiness for self-directed, obedient
behaviour.” Instead, “resocialization” is interpreted as: “a convict’'s conscious
restoration in the social status of a full member of society; returning him/her to
an independent, generally accepted normative life in society” [4]. That is, to
be re-socialized, an offender needs to perceive his/her illegal actions and
start to live in accordance with the generally accepted norms of society.

The Guidelines for the Prevention of Juvenile Delinquency (the Riyadh
Guidelines) state that young people’s actions or behaviour that do not
conform to the norms and values accepted in a particular society or country
are in many cases related to their growing up, i.e. the behaviour of most
people usually varies over time [21]. Therefore, namely at this age, it is
necessary to help adolescent resocialization in order to prevent further
crimes.

It is also worth noting that Ukrainian legislation envisages a set of social

services for families who find themselves in difficult life circumstances, which
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include social rehabilitation, counselling, social support, etc., provided directly
by a social worker, which in turn contributes to juvenile offenders’
resocialization [15,16].

1.2. Analysis of studies on the content, forms and methods.

The performed theoretical and methodological analysis revealed that
convicts’ resocialization is considered in the context of two fundamentally
opposite paradigms: repressive and humanistic. Proponents of the first
paradigm proceed from the idea that criminal inclinations are embedded in a
person from the birth and they deny the possibility of qualitative changes in
the human psyche (C.Lombroso, W. Sheldon, E. Fromm, etc.). Proponents of
the humanistic paradigm prove that a person’s criminal behaviour is a
consequence of unfavourable microsocial environment and improper forms of
child upbringing, so that it can be eliminated (E. Durkheim, R. Merton, R.
Sears, etc.).

The problem of juvenile convicts’ resocialization is it important today
and it is studied both in Ukraine and abroad.

T. Aleksieienko considers resocialization as a complex social process
that aims to overcome an individual’s de-socialization, to restore the qualities
necessary for normal life and to reorient the social direction of personality
development by including into new positive interpersonal relationships and
activities [1]. We agree with this definition, because the negative influence of
peers is a cause for very many crimes committed by adolescents.

M. Yenikeev states that the need for resocialization arises where
socialization was not successful and an individual, instead of socially and
culturally accepted values and forms of behaviour, acquires antisocial ones
existing in his/her social environment [22]. We believe such interpretation
appropriate, since an adolescent with an antisocial orientation is not able to

re-socialize.

In addition, the views of Ukrainian scientists who were at the origins of
resocialization problem: V. Siniov, V. Kryvushi, O. Betsa, G. Radovand others
are important for our study. Their research give us an idea on resocialization
as a corrective process for juvenile convicts that formstheir law-abiding
behaviour. These scientists also noted that it was extremely important to
stimulate an offender to take a position in life that would meet social norms
[19].

Therefore, we can say that the concept of “resocialization” includes
several components: the restoration and development of socially useful ties
both during the sentence and after release; formation of law-abiding
behaviour; development of socially useful personality qualities. Moreover,
resocialization should include socio-psychological aspects, such as the
formation of life skills, a healthy lifestyle, a balanced locus of control, goal-
setting skills, socially acceptable values, the ability to create positive social
relationships, which together promote positive social adaptation in society.

The main stages of socio-psychological work with a minor sentenced to
alternative punishments are: studying his/her personality, determining
measures and methods of social-psychological influence on the minor,
drawing up an individual resocialization program and integrating his/her into
society, based on the implementation of this program.

Resocialization of juveniles released from probation is a new practice in
social work, which implement the principles of social justice, human rights,
collective responsibility and respect for diversity. Now, a transition takes place
from traditional approaches to convicts’ correction to their personality
development as a priority task.

V. Angolenko considers the socio-pedagogical assistance for juvenile
offenders as such social work that is aimed at juvenile convicts’
resocialization. The author understands socio-pedagogical assistance as a

process that involves joint interaction, mutual support of the assisting and
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assisted people based on forecasting the prospects of juvenile behaviour and
assessment of its manifestations to provide necessary help that stimulate a
juvenile delinquent think about oneself as a personality; to ensure his/her
socially acceptable behaviour, communication; to help in learning in order to
obtain a profession necessary for full-fledged life and professional self-
determination; to motivate independence, learning new social roles, gaining
experience of appropriate social behaviour [2]. In addition, socio-pedagogical
assistance for juvenile offenders whose sentence was changed for a
probation is understood as a special socio-pedagogical and psychological
assistance, patronage over a juvenile offender and his/her family; a complex
socio-pedagogical process based on to the understanding of individual
characteristics of a person who has reached the age of criminal responsibility;
the aim of this process is to change socially negative significant views,
interests, goals acquired by a juvenile offender under the adverse socializing
influence into socially positive ones.

Thus, we can say that the aim of socio-psychological and pedagogical
assistance for juveniles whose sentence was changed for a probation is to
promote primarily their resocialization, preparing them for further life in
society, as well as pedagogical correction necessary for elimination of socio-
pedagogical neglect and promotion of juvenile offenders’ responsible attitude
to their physical and mental health.

Thus, the reviewed researchers fully revealed the general issues of
convicted juveniles’ resocialization. However, the issues of social work aimed
at re-socialization of juvenile convicts registered at the probation service are
not fully disclosed. It is necessary to determine the conditions of juvenile
convicts’ resocialization, to determine the content, forms and methods used
by service staff who could provide at appropriate levels a quality basis for

juveniles’ adaptation to resocialization.
1.3. The foreign experience of juvenile convicts’
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resocialization. In order to form an idea on an effective system of convicted
juveniles’ resocialization, it would be appropriate to consider the experience
of some countries. Existing resocialization systems are characterized by the
institutionalization of penitentiary bodies for minors or the abandonment of
such special institutions. In some countries there are special closed
institutions for juvenile offenders (the USA, Canada, France, China), others
are rapidly abandoning them, opening day care centres, probation services,
which provide comprehensive assistance to adolescents and their families
(Scandinavia, the Netherlands, Germany) [7].

The Probation Service in Georgia was established in 2001 and it
implements several probation programs, including: psycho-rehabilitation
programs; professional and educational trainings; social-cultural work with
convicts. Depending on a person’s risk level, an individual plan for work with
the convict is drawn up and appropriate programs are applied, in particular:
group meetings for probationers or their family members discussing life
values, the ability to cope with anger and stress, communication skills, conflict
management, leadership and assertive behaviour, healthy lifestyle, sports
programs for minors.

The “probationers” (as probation service attendants are called in
Georgia) help the elderly and children by visiting nursing homes and shelters,
participate in donations on a voluntary basis, also participate in activities for
park cleaning and landscaping, and help restore churches and monasteries.
In addition, various sports competitions are held for probationers [18].

Analysing the work provided by Georgia's probation services, we can
note that juvenile delinquents are not only involved in socially useful affairs,
but also take care of their interests and preferences. We believe that activities
conducted with juvenile delinquents help them to change their worldview and

reassess life values, that is, they positively influence adolescents.
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There are legal services for young peoplestaffed by social workers in
Germany. Specialists help juvenile delinquents after crime discovering, even
before initiated criminal proceedings. Social  workers help
rehabilitateoffenders, even before a court verdict. Also, social workers of the
Juvenile Justice Service estimate the social conditions of adolescents’ life,
study their personality, socio-psychological circumstances of the crime and

submit a report to the court, proposing punishment [3].

For example, special social programs were introduced in the
Netherlands that create conditions for adolescents’ re-socialization. HALT
(Het ALTernatief) was introduced in 2000; this system in intended for 12-18-
year-old adolescents who committed a first or minor crime, teenagersare
required to have some trainings and programs promotingtheir resocialization
or to perform community service. There is also a program for adolescents
under the age of 12 who committed offenses - STOP-response: children and
their families solve problems such as conflicts and peer pressure,inadequate
moral education of children, difficulties in assessing a situation, etc. [7]. We
should note that an important method is constant pedagogical assistance for

parents, which improves the relationship between children and parents.

2. The stage of the empirical study.The empirical study lasted for
two months. The respondents were specialists from probation services in the
city of Kyiv and Kyiv region. The sample was complete and consisted of 28
respondents, i.e. all professionals who worked with juvenile convicts.

The documental analysis included: staffing, work plans and reports, personal
files of juvenile convicts, pre-trial reports. We found that probation services
did not have social workers in staff. Only three probation services sometimes
invited social workers working in other social services to carry out certain

tasks.
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By generalizing the obtained data, we defined activities that were in the
direct concern of social workers, according to the respondents’ opinion. In
particular, 20 respondents said that pre-trial reports on minors’personal traits
were prepared usually by inspectors. This was evidenced by the following
answers: “Are-trial report is prepared by an inspector, but in my opinion, it
should be prepared by a social educator’, “A report is prepared by an
inspector, but a social work specialistwould do it better”. Another 5
respondents indicated that pre-trial reports were prepared by an inspector in
cooperation with a psychologist, in particular: “A pre-trial report is prepared by
an inspector whois sometimes consulted by a psychologist”, “A pre-trial report
is prepared by a psychologist with the help of an inspector”. Only 3
respondents mentioned that social workers should prepare pre-trial reports on

minors’ personal traits in their organisations (see Fig.1).

Risk assessment as for repeated criminal offending was prepared
mainly by inspectors. In particular, 22 respondents said that chief inspectors
dealt with this issue. However, they noted that these tasks would be more
appropriate for social workers. This was evidenced by the following
statements: “This task is more appropriate for social specialists, but it is done

by our chief inspector”, “In my opinion, this task should be done by inspectors
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in cooperation with other specialists: a psychologist, a social worker. Our
inspector does this task”. Only 6 respondents indicated that social workers
dealt with this issue in their organisations.

Thus, for the first module, we can conclude that the functions of a social
worker are performed mainly by other professionals. However, probation
specialists’ answers showed that a social worker needed for high-quality
social and psychological assistance for juvenile offenders and examination of
their personal traits.

Our study showed also who in practice organized and implemented
social and educational activities with minors and developed work programs
addressing their special needs. If necessary, inspectors organized work with
parents or other legal representatives of minors. Thus, 22 respondents said
that inspector did mainly these tasks in their organisations;5 respondents said
that social workers should deal this issue with in their organisations, and
onlyl respondent believed that these activities could be organized by any
specialist of the probation service (see Fig.2).

As for organization of activities for minors’ constructive leisure, 16
respondents said that this is done by the head of the department in their
organization, 8 respondents believed that such activities should be performed
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‘by each probation specialist in cooperation with others to achieve high
encouragement” and 4respondents stated that “an assisting social specialist

should encourage convicted juveniles’ efforts” (see Fig. 3).

Thus, for the second module, we can conclude that constructive leisure,
which motivate juvenile convicts for positive changes, was organized mainly
by specialists who did not have competencies in social work, social pedagogy
or psychology.

By analysing the obtained data, we can conclude that the vast majority
of probation services do not have any social worker in their staff. And these
fact, in turn, makes it impossible to provide high-quality social and
educational work and resocialization, in general. This was confirmed by the
respondents’ answers revealing that social workers’ functions and tasks were
performed mainly by other specialists.

Conclusions

The performed theoretical analysis of scientific sources determining the
content of social work with juvenile convicts for their resocialization showed
that resocialization of juvenile convicts in the probation service should be
based on joint interactions between a social worker and a convicted
adolescent.
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Social work with juvenile offenders in the probation service should be
based on forecasting the prospects of a juvenile convict's personal
development and behaviour; measures aimed at the organization of minors’
constructive leisure, the creation of conditions that encourage juvenile
offenders to understand themselves as a personality, ensure their socially
acceptable behaviour; assistance in obtaining a profession necessary for full-
fledged life and professional self-realization; encouraging independence and
new social roles.

The obtained empirical data showed that specialists in law studied
mainly the features of adolescents’ personality traits and upbringing.
However, the respondents believed that specialists in social work and social
pedagogy should participate actively in resocialization of juvenile convicts, as
they would understand the features of adolescence and, therefore, would be
able to work in cooperation aimed at qualitative assessment of recidivism,
social-psychological assistance and encouraging adolescents to obtain
education.

So, the socio-psychological conditions of juvenile convicts’
resocialization in the probation service consist in providing juvenile
offenders with high-quality social services that contribute to their return to
life in society; and this fact emphasizes the importance of a social worker

for adolescents’ resocialization.

Having a social worker in staff will improve the quality of measures
provided inprobation services for juvenile convicts. The content of social
work with juvenile convicts in the probation service is aimed at restoring
their social status, lost or undeveloped social skills, reorientation of
personality by inclusion of adolescents into new positive relationships and

activities.
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The article clarifies the essence of the concept of "readiness of vocal
students for stage activities". The need to identify promising directions for
improving the process of formation of this phenomenon is substantiated. The
dependence of student-vocalists' readiness for stage activities on the quality
of preparation of musical works for public interpretation is considered.
